COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
NOVEMBER 7, 2016
CITY ARMORY-7:00 P.M.

PRESENT:   Auditor Nostdahl, City Superintendent Fulsebakke & Council Members:  Schoenborn, Lorenz, Bernstein, Stewart, Marsden, Getzlaff & Seykora.

Council President Marsden called the meeting to order.   

CONSENT AGENDA:  Getzlaff moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Schoenborn, carried.

BILLS:  Bernstein moved to approve the list of bills, seconded by Lorenz.  On roll call all voted yes, carried.            

POLICE REPORT:  Officer Toftland was present to answer questions on behalf of the Sheriff’s Office.  Stewart would like patrolling done by the new stop signs at the corner of 13th   St. East & Brander St. 

MARIE’S CAFÉ:   An application was presented for a change in Marie’s liquor license from an On-Sale Only to an On & Off Sale.  Bernstein moved to approve the change in license to add to Off Sale, seconded by Stewart, carried. 

SEMI-ANNUAL PLEDGE OF ASSETS:  Bernstein moved to approve the semi-annual pledge of assets, seconded by Seykora, carried. 

BORDER AG & ENERGY:  Gary Hardy, Safety Director from Border Ag was present to discuss traffic issues when the elevator is loading grain cars.  They are concerned with vehicles not stopping when cars are crossing the tracks, so they would like to close Main Street by the RR Tracks when train cars are being loaded. (appx. 9 hrs. / time) Emergency vehicles would be exempt.  For now we requesting that the Sheriff’s Office police this area at the time of loading.     

HALL LAND EASEMENT:  Lorenz moved to approve an easement with Jimmy Hall to access his land through our land by the City Well area, seconded by Getzlaff, carried. 

SCHOOL LAND:  Attorney Conroy has done additional research regarding gifting of land to the school showing that this can be allowed if we enter into a Joint Powers Agreement as long as we have a collaboration with them.  Seykora moved to have Conroy draft a letter of intent with this offer with the condition that if their bond issue fails land we would get the land back, seconded by Schoenborn, carried.  

Tire Pile @ TBA Store:  Conroy was asked by members of the Council to do legal research regarding the tire pile at TBA (525 11th St W).  The City is obligated to clean it up if nothing is done. Previous minutes from 6/29/16 show that the owner (Doug Marsden) was going to take care of this but he was given no timeline to comply.  Conroy will correspond with 1st District Health Unit to let them know that the timeline is now May 1st, 2017 & then this will be discussed again next month.    

[bookmark: _GoBack]GIFTING ARMORY RENT:  Conroy submitted a memo stating that we cannot “gift” armory rental fees to private corporations such as the EDC that was discussed last month.

		Nostdahl reported that the National Guard is leaving the Armory building December 1, 2016 which is earlier than anticipated.  A community thank you meal/event is being planned for a later date.
