Developer Policy-City of Bottineau
Developer responsible for:
Proper platting & designation of public streets.
Water & sewer mains. (after 1 year main becomes the property of the City)  Water & sewer service lines stubbed into each lot, including curb stop.  If at all possible water & sewer mains be laid in alley-right-of-ways to avoid breaking of pavement.  Water & sewer mains stubbed to the farthest edge of the development for future expansion.  (to avoid breaking of pavement & allow ease of expansion)
Lift Stations, manholes, fire hydrants if determined needed.  Lift stations must include back-up generators.  
Drainage issues, storm sewer costs if determined needed

Curb & Gutter (both sides of street)  
Streets graded properly & graveled with fabric underlay.  

All water, sewer, street, etc. (all infrastructure) needs to be installed as per City specifications.  All engineering fees associated will be the responsibility of the developer.    

A signed developer agreement reflecting this policy must be signed and agreed to by all parties prior to zoning/annexation and approved by the City Council. 

If the development is occurring along State Hwy #5, the NDDOT will need to be contacted regarding turning lanes, traffic compliance, etc.

Paving/Streets:
Remain gravel for at least 1 yr. to allow for settling. Paving to come as requested.  Cost to be shared 50/50.  (50% city sales tax, 50% assessments) Remain gravel for at least 1 yr. to allow for settling.  
Be aware that if pavement needs to be compromised due to hooking into water or sewer a break pavement fee will be applied. (currently $3,000.00/trench)  Other damages to paving may result in the cost of repairs going back to the developer.  

Available incentives:

Automatic 2 year property tax exemption on housing built on site.

The value of the unsold lots will remain valued as “ag” land for 3 yrs. after the date of the signed new developer agreement, then be valued as “city” property.  

Under special circumstances (approved by City Council) the city may agree to pay for some of the infrastructure items providing the costs can be recuperated in the form of hook-up fees, special assessments, etc.  

City Engineer:  Prior to approval on building permits for new developments, all plans, spec.’s, etc. must be reviewed & approved by the City Engineer.  Periodic reviews will also be made.

Sidewalks & lighting:  A sidewalk plan will need to be submitted & reviewed as sidewalks are required on both sides of the street in all new developments.  Wooden light poles will be provided at no charge, any other type of lighting is the responsibility of the developer.
