PARKS:

Summer Rec. Director:  Andrea Ketterling has been hired to run the summer recreation program.  Details & scheduling were discussed.  The Parks Committee will assist her when teams are divided.  Parents will need to fill out waivers this year.  
Pool & Arena:  Mayor Aufforth was present to discuss pool & arena items.  The City will be running the pool again this year, with some changes.  If comments come to the Park Board members from City Council Members, they are to refer them to the Mayor.  Pertaining to a new arena; the Park Board will be making the decisions & should be hearing from JLG, (firm that has been hired to do the feasibility study) for their input.  Funding for a new arena will most likely have to come from an additional sales tax.  
Brian reviewed the list of items discussed at the Parks Committee meeting. (attached)  Matt moved to approve the Parks Committee report & recommendations, seconded by Karsten, carried.

Forestry Park:  The Trails Committee has been awarded the RTP Grant in the amount of $162,904.00.  The environmental study will need to be finalized.  Another grant – “Peoples for Bikes” has been applied for.  Brian would like the Trails Committee to make recommendations not only on future trails but maintenance, etc. on existing trails.  The trails will be a combined effort of the Park Board, City of Bottineau & Bottineau County in order to keep costs down.  Brian is meeting with Street Committee regarding the entrance to Forestry Park on Elm Street. (5’ sidewalk with stripping for a bike lane).  More on the trails at the next meeting.    
McBain Park:   Brian will work on researching the lot lines of McBain Park.  A neighbor is possibly encroaching on park property.      
  ARENA:
The Arena Committee will meet on April 23rd at 6:00 p.m.

A grant of $2400.00 has been received from St. Joseph’s Foundation to assist with the purchase of an AED for the Arena.  

The lease bid for the concession stand will be up for renewal in June.
